Each school contributes meaningfully (circ. £4000) toward the cost of its Bridge Chaplain, but growing
financial pressures leave a £3,000- £3,500 gap per school year.

The schools we serve absolutely see the impact of Chaplains being a listening presence to the whole school

community but schools budgets are being squeezed. The Lent appeal will help us to sustain some of the

schools we already serve (e.g Broad Chalke)

We have a waiting list of 5-8 schools who would like a chaplain but we cannot subsidise these yet. Longford
